Joe also served in the 
China War and was a lifetime member of the DAV.  Joe got his BS in 1950 from the 

University of Oklahoma and first worked the Texas oil fields.  Moving back home in 
1953, Joe’s work locally with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and Post Sustaining 
Member HNTB is well known and respected. 
 

The Town of Randolph received a lot of Joe’s attention.  He was a Town Meeting 
Member for 45 years, the “Town Fence Viewer” for 30, Chairman of the DPW for 13, a 
Commissioner on the Water Board, and a member of St. Mary’s Church for 57 years 

where he served as Chairman of the Building Committee constructing the “upper church 
structure” in 1988.  Joe’s professional affiliations are also many:  Charter member of 
the Boston Chapter of the American Concrete Institute (ACI) and the Massachusetts 
Construction Industry Board; a Fellow in the National Society of the ACI; the 
International Research Council, Joints & Bearings, and the ASCE Underground Research 
Council; as well as his role in SAME where he held the distinction of being our Past 
president and a National Fellow.
